All glossy paper, including flyers.
JUNK MAIL MIX



Miscellaneous mail with both plain and







glossy paper, remove plastic coverings.
CATALOGS & PHONE BOOKS     

With large back binding (hard covers removed).
THESE ITEMS MUST BE SEPARATED

ALUMINUM CANS



Must be empty & clean. Pop cans must be bagged.
WHITE OFFICE PAPER


White copier paper, plain paper, envelopes.






White envelopes with windows are accepted.  







No glossy paper.  White paper may have printing.

SHREDDED PAPER



Must be bagged and kept separate.
FLORESCENT, INCANDESCENT & CFL BULBS
Any size UNBROKEN. We will not accept any









container with a broken bulb in it.
WASTE OIL, FILTERS & ANTIFREEZE       

Used turkey fryer oil is accepted.
CARDBOARD
